

NEW LONDON VILLAGE COUNCIL

Workshop – Monday, March 9, 2026 @ 6:30 p.m.
Present: Shawn Pickworth, Mike Crabbs, Jason Anderson, Dawn Hess, Ed Fannin, John Gerlak, Brian Cucco, Tom Dunlap, Jeff Ritz and John Chapin.
Mayor Toby Thomas called the workshop to order to discuss the street department and a potential future levy to help resurface streets in the village.
Jason Anderson asked what expenses come out of the street fund.

Each member of council had been given a copy of the street budget for 2026. Brian Cucco went down through his budget and explained the different line items and everything the Street Fund is responsible for.

Mike Crabbs stated that he called the workshop to talk about the Street Fund because the street levy that had been on the November ballot had failed. The workshop was called to allow the members of council and everyone in attendance to brainstorm different ideas and possible solutions to the lack of funds able to be used on village streets. Council emphasized the need to find a way to sell a future street levy.
Brian Cucco expressed his concern with possible changes in property taxes. The village could possibly pass a levy and then have it taken away.

Mike Crabbs asked Tom Dunlap if he knew any information on the topic.

Tom Dunlap said he didn’t know anything that the village didn’t already know but he was not going to attempt any large projects until something is determined with the possible property tax changes.

Brian Cucco explained to council that several village employees had met with Jim Hudson, New London School’s Treasurer, about municipal bonds.

Council agreed that this could be a good option to look into. They would like to have another workshop and invite Jim Hudson to attend.

Shawn Pickworth and Brian Cucco also informed council that they would like to submit another application to OPWC for funding to widen East Street. They are also working in coordination with the water and sewer departments to coordinate street paving with certain projects they are planning.

The workshop was adjourned for the regular council meeting.
